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Essentially, one should be El_n.'p-md for a desert climate. Dayrime temperatures usually range from the sixties w
the nineties; nights start off warm, with gradual cooling wward the early morning hours, perhaps as low as the
forties on the February trips. Sun protection is a very important consideration.

Specifically recommended for elothing would be lghvweight, loose, long-sleeved shirts and pants, two sets, along
with bathing suits, shorts, and T-shirts (jeans make very poor dver pants). A lightweight jacket/anorak, and
sweater/pile 1s recommended for evening: the jacket/anorak should also afford some protection from possible
sand ;uuli]wi:nd conditions. Typically, there is livtle rain; although raingear would be considered advisable.
Sncakers are perfect for river use, and a slightly more substanual pair of hightweight boots or shos would are
necessary for hiking and camp. Sandals, while a comfonable campsite opton, are absolutely NOT recommended
as river shoes. One or two protective hats or caps is a must, as -m:.TJ as suntan lotions of personal choice.

Sunglasses, even if you don't normally wear them, are srrongly advised. L[Hn cotton gloves are recommended
tor those who burn or blister easily.  As regards sleeping bags, a lighoweighe "three season” synthetic is sufficient,
with a pad/martress, ground cloth, etc. We ask thar you bring spare prescription glasses/sunglasses, and a dual
supply of any necessary medications {to be kept in someone else's pack in another canoe). Participants should
alses have ar least one knife on their person. 1deally, a large single-bladed knife on the belr or life vest For safery
purposes, and a multi-bladed ool rype (Swiss Army or Leatherman) for utilitarian purposes.
